Why Tax Compliance Matters
PinkRibbon International is a U.S.-registered not-for-profit organization under Section 501(c)(3) of the IRS Code. That means:

- Your donation may be tax-deductible
- You receive an official donation receipt for your records
- We maintain full transparency in how your support is used
What Donors Need to Know
1. U.S. Donors
- Donations are deductible on federal income taxes if you itemize deductions.
- You must receive a written acknowledgment (receipt) from Pink Ribbon International.
- For donations $250 or more, the IRS requires a formal receipt.

2. Non-U.S. Donors
- Tax deductibility depends on your country’s local laws.
- Some countries allow deductions for gifts to U.S. charities; check with your tax advisor or accountant.

3. What to Keep for Tax Purposes
- Donation receipt
- Payment method record (credit card statement, PayPal record, etc.)
- For non-cash donations, include fair market value documentation.
